Shop Tip — Inflating Tubeless tires by Clark Irwin

Have you ever tried to inflate a tubeless tire without a few extra hands to assist you? | recently tried to
repair a friend’s hand truck with two flat inflatable tubeless tires. After inspecting them, | determined that

the tires were in good shape and that they had just lost pressure over the years.

They were stiff enough that the dolly would work with a very light load (with the tires just flopping around
on the rims) but no EAAer worth his salt would let that condition continue! | found my self sitting on the
ground with my compressor hose in one hand, while | tried to compress the tires with my feet, knees,
elbows, and any other available appendage in order to get the beads to seal while hitting the valve with

compressed air.

After several failed attempts (and a few scraped knuckles and choice words), | decided to put on my
thinking cap and ponder the question “how would Jack Dernorsek do this”? Ha! Well the solution was
rather simple. | got a few zip ties out of my tool box and | grabbed the bottle of 409 that | use to clean the
bug juice off of my plane. | then gave the rims and the tire beads a squirt of 409 (any mild soapy solution
should work) and | connected three zip ties together to make a ring large enough to fit around the

circumference of the tire.

| simply tightened the zip ties which evenly added pressure around the tire so that the beads on both
sides contacted the rim. One blast of air and the tires began to take on pressure. Don'’t forget to snip the
zip ties before going to full pressure! The tires are now holding 30 psi each and the dolly can hold a
whole butt load of bricks, 10 cases of beer, or enough lead to do a weight and balance on the KR-2 in our

Chapter hangar!
